Introducing “accepted”
From the November night we will be introducing a new option for voting on 
club nights - The Accepted Card!

This card will be white with black text and provides a unique option for 
those that get voted “Accepted”. IF an image receives a majority 

accepted vote, then the image can be resubmitted (if so desired) to a club night in the same 
calendar year with changes that were suggested when the vote occurred. When 
resubmitted the image will be joined by the original entry for a side-by-side 
comparison.

The “Accepted” card is meant to be used sparingly, but can be a 
great tool to help unearth the potential that an image could be 
hiding if only for some “creative cropping” or exposure 
adjustments etc. 

This is meant to be a helpful learning tool, something to 
help a photographer grow, not as the lowest possible 
option to vote.

CALCULATING ISO BY THE INTENSITY OF THE LIGHT SOURCE

ISO is the level of sensitivity of your 
camera to light. The lower

the ISO number, the less sensitive it is to 
the light. The higher

the ISO number, the more sensitive it is to 
the light.
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
